This exhibition examines relationships and commonalities in Palestinian,
Native American, and Irish experiences of invasion, occupation and
colonization — not as novelty or polemic, but as history and current events.
Although many peoples worldwide have suffered long and brutal
intrusions, these three groups have intersected for centuries in specific and
often unusual ways. Thirty-nine contemporary artists — most of them
Palestinian, Native American or Irish — confront history, investigate
personal and political dialogue, and present vibrant and penetrating
narratives that reflect the multiple truths in philosopher/scientist Alfred
Korzybski’s dictum that “the map is not the territory."
